In addition, we do not need another low-e coating on the enclosing Pilkington Profilit™ shells that has an additional positive effect on the optical perception. 

The physical properties remain the same as with the previously offered “one in 2” setup.
Pilkington Profilit™ is widely used in modern design-focused architecture to provide natural daylight and to contribute to the visual design. Its main application is in exterior façades and interior glazing.
